13. Official expenses for representative players and guest officials
Official expenses mentioned below will be paid by KABA.
1) Accommodation and meals
■ Period: from 21(check-in) ~ 27(Check-out) of October
■ Participant who stay longer than the above period for personal reasons, have to bear any extra expenses by yourself. In this case, you must inform us in advance of your plan(place and purpose), residence(hotel name and address), emergency contact address for the extended dates.

2) Transportation 
■ Flight 
- A round-trip air ticket between a major international airport in your country and Incheon International Airport will be purchased and sent by KABA, but not includes any domestic transportation to/from your major international airport. 

- When KABA cannot obtain the air ticket for a specific country, participants will be asked to buy flight tickets for a major international airport in their country. For refund purposes, participants should send, in advance, an air fare invoice (USD) by e-mail prior to their departure. KABA shall not bear any responsibility for any participants failing to send the relevant documents in advance.
■ At the airport

- On the arriving day, assistant staffs of KABA will be waiting with a board on the 1st arriving floor of the Incheon Airport.
- Chartered buses between Incheon international airport and the hotel will be available on October 22 and 26. It takes about 5 hours. 
14. Requests
1) Selection system for representative player is up to each association. The association /federation held Korean Ambassador’s Cup should select the winner of Korean Ambassador’s Cup as the representative player. 
2) If participants need a visa, please check necessary documents to the nearest Korean embassy and let us know them no later than September 10.

※ Players must have the nationality of the country they represent.
