I. Name of Competition

VII. Competition Events 
A. Open Group: Men’s Individual, Women’s Individual 
B. Group for International & the Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan regions of China: Men’s Individual, Women’s Individual 
 
VIII. Participation Methods 
A. Eligibility:  
1. Weiqi amateur players from the International & the Hong Kong, 
Macao and Taiwan regions of China. 
2. Weiqi amateur players from the provinces, autonomous regions, municipalities and Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps of China. 
3. The player shall be in good physical condition for competition, between 18 to 65 years of age (born after Jan 1, 1960, before Dec 31, 2007). 
B. Total Number of Participants: A maximum of 100 amateur participants shall be admitted for the competition. Each team may register a maximum of 3 participants including 2 male players and 1 female player, or 1 male player and 2 female players. One of the players shall also serve as the team leader. 
C. Both the Men's Individual Event and the Women's Individual Event are divided into an Open Group and a Group for International & the Hong 
Kong, Macao and Taiwan regions of China. Competitors from the 2 Groups will compete together, and rankings will be determined separately for each group. 
D. Competition entries shall be submitted by respective local national / regional Weiqi associations, and players who applied to this version will have the priority for entries. Entries will be closed till the quota of 100 is reached. 
E. Entries shall be confirmed by local national / regional Weiqi 
associations. 
 
IX. Competition Format 
A. The competition will be conducted in accordance with the latest rules enacted by the Chinese Weiqi Association, with the black side receiving a compensation of 3 3/4 stones. 
B. Swiss System in a total of 8 rounds for both the Men's Individual Event and the Women's Individual Event. 
C. Time Control: 40 minutes basic time, followed by 3 renewable 20second overtime periods. Exceeding the time limit shall loss by forfeit. 
D. Specific tournament regulations shall be 	announced in the 
Supplementary Competition Guidelines. 
 
X. 	Placing and Awards 
A. Open Group (Omitted, the details of rewards are the same as below.) 
B. Group for players who applied to this version: 
1. Men’s Individual: The top 12 will be ranked and awarded with diplomas, medals and prize money. Champion: RMB8000; Runnerup: RMB6000; 3rd place: RMB3000; 4th to 8th place: RMB2000 each; 9th to 12th: RMB1000 each. 
2. Women’s Individual: The top 6 will be ranked and awarded with diplomas, medals and prize money. Champion: RMB6000; Runnerup: RMB4000; 3rd place: RMB3000; 4th to 6th place: RMB2000 
each. 
Note: the amount of prize money is pre-tax. 
 
XI. The Referee and Technical Appeal Committee 
A. The chief referee shall be appointed by the Chinese Weiqi Association, and the deputy chief referee, referees, technical appeal committee members and other technical officials shall be appointed by the Jiangsu 
Provincial Chess and Card Sports Administration Center (Jiangsu Provincial Weiqi Association) and reported to the Chinese Weiqi Association for the record. 
B. All non-judicial disputes related to this event shall be submitted to the 
Competition Organizing Committee or the Chinese Weiqi Association 
for handling. 
 
XII. Entries and Contacts 
A. Entries Method 
The registration form and relevant materials must be sent to the designated registration website before 24:00 on July 31, 2025 (Beijing Time). Late submissions will not be accepted. Once the competition events are confirmed, they shall not be changed or adjusted.

B. Players are fully and solely responsible for their personal accident insurance and medical certificate which shall be valid during games time, and either one of the proofs is required for participating in the competitions. 
C. Player will be disqualified if his/her health condition does not meet with the competition requirements.
