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The first International Collegiate GO Tournament will be hosted by the International University WEICHI Federation Limited (IUWF) in Shanghai, China, from July 7 to July 13 in 2013. 

The IUWF was registered in Hong Kong on April 2, 2013, with the goal of promoting WEICHI to colleges and universities worldwide. The foundation’s opening ceremony will be held at the beginning of the tournament.

IV. Competition Breakdown:
The tournament will be separated into three sections, a Kyu, Dan, and an open section.
V.      Qualifications and Eligbility
One hundred college Go players from 50 universities worldwide will be invited to participate in the tournament. The participant must have been a registered student at a college or university in the 2013 calendar year. (Exceptions may be granted to faculty members who have been active in their school’s go club) No player with a professional GO certificate will be allowed to participate in any of the three sections of the tournament.

· 5th round and 6th round in the afternoon.
July 11 (Thursday): Hangzhou Tour and Shanghai Pujiang Night Tour.
July 12 (Friday): 

· Shanghai City Tour in the day;

· Party, award and closing ceremonies in the evening.
July 13 (Saturday): Departure

VII. Competition Methods:
1. Games will be played under Ing rules and scoring system.
2. The players for the Dan and Kyu sections must be registered, amateur collegiate Go players. The open section may also include the amateur faculty Go players.
3. The organizers of the event will decide the final breakdown of the Dan, kyu and open section based on the number and rank of the registered players. 
VIII. Cost 

The international or domestic travel costs are the responsibility of the participant. 
The organizing committee will cover the player’s: accommodation, meal, as well as, both the Shanghai and Hangzhou excursions arranged by the Organizer during the tournament. (July 7 - 13)
IX. Ranking and Awards
The top six ranked players from each section will be awarded a medal and a set of Go equipment.  All the players will receive a Certificate of Participation and a souvenir.
X. Jury of Appeal and Referee
The International University WEICHI Federation assigns the jury of appeal and referee.
XI. Supplements may be provided if matters are not mentioned herein.
XII. The interpretation for the regulations is owned by International University WEICHI Federation.
